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The purpose of this classis for students to raise their reading skillsto an advanced level. Students will not
simply learn vocabulary and grammar, but will also acquire reading comprehension abilities through
discussion of the content of the reading assignments. Through the discussions students will also learnto
articulate their own opinions of various topics.
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To be able to understand the content of reading materials, and explain it in your own words.
To be able to discuss the issue raised in the reading as your own and provide thoughtful insights.
To be able to express your own opinion about topics.
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We will proceed through the textbook spending one class session on each lesson.

Week 3 Using keywords to summarize each paragraph

Week 4 Reading Topic: an article related to science, Objective: understanding the step-by-step procedure;

Week 6 Reading Topic: an article about classroom practice in a domestic science class, Objective:
understanding the author’ s opinion on the subject

Week 7 Comparing student sfamily values with that of the author

Week 8 Reading Topic: an article about social media, Objective: understanding the authot s opinion
Week 9 Understanding the authot s point of view as ajournalist

Week 10 Reading Topic: an article based on scientific data, Objective: understanding the authof s opinion
Week 11 Reading Topic: data, scientific explanation etc, Objective: grasping the authot s definitions and
numeral values

Week 12 Reading Topic: an article about learning, Objective: comprehending the authof s opinion
Week 13 Understanding the authot s definition to terms and summarizing the main points

Week 14 Final presentation (Expressing opinions about one of the topics taken up in the class)

Week 15 Final presentation (Expressing opinions about one of the topics taken up in the class)

The schedule might change according to students  abilities and wishes.
V ocabulary quizzes will be administered at the beginning of each class, so be sure to study the wordsin
advance.
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Refer to the Handbook of Liberal Arts and Sciences Courses.
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The student’ sfinal grade will be based on 1) in-class participation (30%), 2) vocabulary quizzes (20%)
and (3) afinal presentation (50%).
Students who are absent from 1/3 or more of the total number of class sessions will not be evaluated.
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Students are required to prepare and review for each class. It isimpossible to acquire reading comprehension
abilities by attending a weekly class alone. Students should look up and confirm any new vocabulary and
Kanji before each class.
