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The purpose of this classis for students to acquire listening skills for understanding an academic class, and to
be able to understand and use academic vocabulary. First, students will watch documentary programs about
Japanese culture, history, and social problems, and confirm their understanding of difficult vocabulary. By
answering quizzes, summarizing the information, and participating in discussions, students will learn how to
grasp the content more fully and how to convey their opinions to other people.
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To be able to apply the Japanese skills you have acquired to your studiesin your own major or field of
research.

To be able to comprehend university lectures, read and write academic text, and participate in academic
discussions with ease.

To be able to communicate with few grammatical errors, and to be able to distinguish and use expressions
according to different situations.

To be able to carry out natural conversation.
