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Thisis an integrated course offered as a sequence of 3 class sessions per week designed for students who
have completed Elementary Japanese. The purpose of the courseis for students to develop their Japanese
language skills at the lower intermediate level, focusing on listening, reading, writing, listening and writing.
Students will also reinforce the skills learned at the elementary level so they can be put to practical use.
Each week we will (1)introduce new grammatical points, (2)practice sentence structure drills, (3)listening
comprehension, practice reading, composition and oral expression.

Course goals are as follows:

To be able to listen to and read and write effectively by applying the grammar and vocabulary learned at
the elementary level.

To be able to understand long sentences at the intermediate level.

To be able to clearly expressone’ s opinions on general issues and provide justification for them.
To attain alevel of proficiency equivalent to the JLPT N3 or CEFR B1 levels.
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Intermediate Japanese (6H course) is comprised of the following 3 classes.

Tuesday, 5th period Listening, conversation and their application(Instructor Mihara)
Friday, 4th period Grammar (Sasaki)

Friday, 5th period Reading and writing (Kawachi)
