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Students will read textsin the field of science and improve their Japanese language skills necessary to
develop their academic interest and understanding. They will also summarize what they have read, using
technical terms, in atext with the reader in mind. In addition, we will make use of Kyoto University
OpenCourseWare (OCW) and engage in activities to understand lectures on specialized subjects offered in
Japanese. In this class, each student will first make areading plan, read more specialized literature, and write
asummary, based on the basic vocabulary and expressions in the field of science acquired in Advanced
Japanese (Academic Reading I1A) offered in the first semester. This class will be co-taught by a Japanese
language teacher and a science teacher.
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(1) To be able to apply the Japanese skills you have acquired to your studiesin your own major or field of
research.

(2) To be able to comprehend university lectures, read and write academic text, and participate in academic
discussions with ease.

(3) To be able to communicate with few grammatical errors, and to be able to distinguish and use expressions
according to different situations.

(4) To be ableto carry out natural conversation.
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Students will develop areading plan for the following overviews in their field of specialization. Students will
read texts according to the reading plan. At the same time, oral expression, writing summaries, watching
lectures, and other activities will be incorporated to comprehensively improve students' Japanese language
skills necessary to deepen their academic interests and understanding.
