In addition,
students will learn how to use language and expressions appropriate for a given situation/topic in order to
communicate their thoughts and opinions and at the same time engage in more productive discussions and
constructive criticism.

In addition to mastering the N1 level grammar and vocabulary introduced this semester, students are
encouraged to utilize the grammar and expressions they have previously learned as much as possible in their
daily conversations at the university and in other academic/research settings.
