The purpose of this classis for students to acquire advanced Japanese language skills necessary for writing
academic papers. Students will learn expressions used in each section of an academic paper, beginning with
the introduction, outlining the research problem, supporting arguments with data, stating conclusions, and
describing outlooks for future research. Students will receive practical lessons at every stage of the writing
process, including creating an outline, introduction, main body, and conclusion. In addition, students will be
asked to proofread their writing, and through this exercise they will acquire the skills necessary to write
convincing papers.

To be able to comprehend university lectures, read and write academic text, and participate in academic
discussions with ease.
