We will use four class periods to cover each
lesson. Be sure to buy the second edition of both the textbook and workbook.

This course will be given online this semester.

Students will be required to study the vocabulary and read the grammar explanations in the textbook before
each class. During each class period, students will download additional course materials prepared by the
instructors and use them to self-study and confirm their understanding of the lesson.

In some cases, a part of a class may be conducted live viaZOOM. For example, the first half of classtime
might be used for self-study using the downloaded course materials, and the latter half conducted in real time
viaZOOM. Activities planned for the ZOOM class time include conversation practice, recap of the grammar,
Q&A before atest or exam, feedback sessions, etc. Y our instructors will let you know in advance when a
classwill be conducted viaZOOM.

For each lesson, your instructors will assign you exercises in the main textbook, workbook or other
practice exercises as homework assignments. Instructors may also assign a quiz from time to time. Instructors
will provide students feedback on their completed assignments.
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Instructors will let students know how each week’ s class will be conducted and how to access uploaded
course materials, so be sure to check your PandA email notices regularly.

The schedule may be adjusted, however, based on the number of students
enrolled and the progress of the class.
