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The purpose of this courseis for students to enhance listening comprehension skills necessary for college life,
especially understanding natural speed conversations and relatively short commentary.
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The class will use audio materials to practice listening comprehension. It will focus on dictation and aim to
help students become effective in listening comprehension depending on the situation.

we will listen to short descriptions about society and culture in Japan and check the contents to deepen our
understanding.
