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The purpose of this courseisfor students to develop their overall Japanese language skills, focusing on
reading, writing, listening and conversation (first half).
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1. Acquire the ability to comprehend passages written in alogical style.

2. Acquire the ability to use more accurate and appropriate grammar and expressions.

3. Acquire the ability to write in alogical manner based on what was learned in 1. and 2. above.

4. Acquire the ability to understand a broad range of conversation from dialogues with a specific aim to small
talk.

5. Acquire the speaking skills needed for a broad range of conversation as described in 4. above.
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(1) Reading comprehension (7 sessions)
Read passages written in alogical style, and use them to make graphs/tables, etc.




(2) Writing (7 sessions)
Explain and compare graphs, diagrams and tables; explain movement and phenomena related to people and
things, etc.
(3) Grammar,Vocablary,Kanji etc. (every week)
Homework will be assigned each time, and we will check our answers the following week.
(4) Listening/Conversation (every week)
(5) Final exam. (once)
(6) Feedback session (once)

The classes are 15 times in total including feedback, and the terminal exam  is not included in them.
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Applicants need to take a placement test before completing class registration. Please check the website of
the Institute for Liberal Artsand Sciences (ILAS) for the test schedule.

Students enrolling in this class are encouraged to take the first and second semester classes consecutively.
