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Students will read textsin the field of social sciences and improve their Japanese language skills necessary to
develop their academic interest and understanding. They will also summarize what they have read, using
technical terms, in atext with the reader in mind.

In the first half of the course, students will read and comprehend introductory books, general books covering
social issues and articles of academic fields.

In the latter half of the course, based on the basic vocabulary and expressionsin the social sciences acquired
in thefirst half and the first semester of Advanced Japanese (Academic Reading IA), each student will first
make a reading plan, read more specialized literature, and write an abstract.
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(1) To be able to apply the Japanese skills you have acquired to your studiesin your own major or field of
research.

(2) To be able to comprehend university lectures, read and write academic text, and participate in academic
discussions with ease.

(3) To be able to communicate with few grammatical errors, and to be able to distinguish and use expressions
according to different situations.

(4) To be ableto carry out natural conversation.

(5 To attain alevel of proficiency equivalent to the JLPT N1 or CEFR C1-C2 levels upon completion of
Advanced Japanese(Reading |A) and Advanced Japanese(Reading IB).
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Starting from the literature for the general public, students will read texts with a certain degree of
specialization in the social sciences. The course also includes activities such as oral expression, writing
summaries to comprehensively improve the Japanese language skills necessary for deepening academic
interest and understanding.
