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Thisis an integrated course offered as a sequence of 4 class periods per week designed for students who have
completed the first half of Elementary Japanese. The purpose of the course isfor students to attain the reading,
writing and conversation skills necessary for communicating in avariety of everyday situations.

will not only learn new elementary sentence patterns and build their vocabulary, but they will also practice
applying the sentence patterns and vocabulary previously learned.
