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If we consider the condition of human existence in terms of the conception of space, we need to comprehend
it as the human artifice, that is, the product of human fabrication. Thinking of the human condition as the
human artifice requires us to think that it is constructed as something that is separated from the earthly
environmental condition as the natural given. What is at stake here is the question of how we think of this
nexus of separation and construction. It was Hannah Arendt who proclaimed that it would become the
quintessential philosophical problem with regard to the human condition across the 20th century. Whereas
Arendt herself conceives the separation from the planetary environmental sphere as being fundamental to the
establishment of the modern mode of human existence and argues that it enables the sustainable and durable
human public world, she aso points out the dilemmathat isintrinsic to the paradigm of value that supports
the notion of separation. In the 21st century, we are confronted with the philosophical task of reexamining the
human condition amid the destabilization of the planetary dimension. As we are newly required to reread the
thought of Arendt in terms of the idea of habitability, we are compelled to be aware of the fact that what is at
stake here is such a conundrum concerning the question of whether we can completely separate the human
realm from the natural process and protect against it. In this class, we will consider the problem concerning
the artificial character of the spatiality of the human condition and its relationship with the natural process by
way of engagement with the texts of the current philosophical discussions and practices of architecture and
contemporary art.
