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This course isfor students who have already studied French for one year or more. It will provide them with
the opportunity to systematize and reinforce their knowledge of French vocabulary, grammar, pronunciation
and culture, and allow them to work further on their command of written and spoken French.

At the end of the year, students should be able to pass the intermediate French proficiency test (DELF A2 or
B1).

The class will be conducted in French by a native speaker.
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- converse with ease when dealing with routine tasks and social situations
- read and interpret narratives

- present, orally and in writing, discourse on avariety of familiar topics

- identify and discuss fundamental elements of French culture
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- Week 1-2: introduction and identification of the needs and expectations of the students
- Week 3-14: Oral and written comprehension and production.
- Week 15: Feedback.
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The students will be evaluated through continuous assessment (2 tests during the semester, oral and written
class activities, and also attendance and participation).
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Short assignments will occasionnaly be given.
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
