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The main goal of this courseisfor students to acquire reading comprehension skills necessary for
understanding texts of various genres such as editorial articles, newspaper articles, essays, and short stories,
etc. Students will aso practice expressing opinions on the topics taken up and discussing about them using
grammar, vocabulary and expressions learnt.

Course goals are as follows:

-To be able to apply reading strategies effectively to correctly grasp the meaning and contents of reading
materials belonging to various genres.

-To be able to exchange one's opinions on the topics taken up by using grammar, vocabulary and expressions
learnt.

-To attain alevel of proficiency equivalent to the JLPT N3 or CEFR Bl levels.
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This course requires students to read passages on various topics and express their opinions on them.
