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This course is designed to help students devel op a solid foundation for successful Kanji learning through
these four activities.

In each class students will 1) take areview quiz, 2) take dictation of Kanji words while listening to N2/N3-
level sentences, 3)deepen knowledge on Kanji such as radicals and phonetic markers of Kanji, and 4) enrich
Kanji vocabulary through exercises in the textbook.

By the end of this course, students will become familiar with more than 200 new Kanji characters and 600 to
1,200 Kanji words.
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To be able to read and write 500 to 700 Kanji characters, including those learned at the elementary level.
To acquire competence in Kanji for intermediate level Japanese.
