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The purpose of this classis for students to obtain advanced academic discussion skills. We will emphasize (1)
fostering students'  language skills for using practical and sophisticated Japanese, (2) developing analytical
skills and learning how to summarize in Japanese, and (3) developing attitudes and skillsfor lively discussion.

One of the ultimate purposes of language study isto acquire discussion skills. While most students have
experiences in free style conversation or discussion, in this class, students will gain skillsin raising their level
of Japanese by participating in discussions conducted with a specific goal in mind and according to given set
of rules. Each class will guide students toward improving their Japanese knowledge and discussion
techniques in a step-by-step process.
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To be able to express your opinions in appropriate Japanese suitable for discussion.
To be able to state opinions logically and persuade others.
To acquire an active listening attitude and be able to hold discussions aimed at building consensus.

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Students are required to review the expressions and words that they learn in each classto be able to
use them in discussion.

Students are expected to study the handouts and materials before each class.

Students are required to research the theme and prepare for discussions such as a short speech outside of
the classroom to enable a meaningful discussion. Details will be instructed in class.
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For achieving the learning objectives of this class, students' attendance and active participation is expected.
Attendance beginning from the first session is desirable.
Students are required to bring a computer or tablet to class.
