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This class aims to improve students  listening comprehension abilities by carefully listening to lectures on
cultural content and audio recordings of daily conversations. Students will gain the skills needed to accurately
pick out specific details, catch keywords, and grasp overall meaning. Students will also listen to rakugo and
manzai to gain exposure to and try to comprehend several variations of Japanese.
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To be able to comprehend standard native speakers  conversations and details of the explanations of the
educational content with ease.
To attain alevel of proficiency equivalent to the JLPT N1 or CEFR C1-C2 levels.
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In thefirst half of each class, we will cover practice exercisesin preparation for the JLPT N1 exam. After that,
we will listen to explanations on society and culture in Japan and deepen our understanding while checking
comprehension of the content.
