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Students will read textsin the field of science and improve their Japanese language skills necessary to
develop their academic interest and understanding. They will also summarize what they have read, using
technical terms, with the reader in mind. "In addition, we will also utilize Kyoto University OpenCourseWare
(OCW) and engage in practicing listening to lectures on specialized foundational subjects provided in
Japanese. This class will be co-taught by a Japanese language teacher and a science teacher. This class mainly
deals with texts containing expressions and vocabulary common to the field of science, and fosters the
foundation for reading and understanding more specialized texts in the Advanced Japanese (Academic
Reading 11B) course offered in the second semester.
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(1) To be able to apply the Japanese skills you have acquired to your studiesin your own major or field of
research.
