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In the face of complex crises such as pandemics, climate change-derived disasters, and regional conflicts, an
international development is becoming increasingly important to promote human-centered devel opment,
share universal values, and realize peaceful and secure societies.

This course focuses on international development as a theme among global policy issues and aims to broaden
students' perspectives as leaders who will tackle global issues in the future by deepening their basic
understanding of it. To achieve this objective, the historical changes and current state of international
development, various aid schemes and approaches, the realities on the ground, as well as challenges and
future directions will be lectured. Participants will be required to engage in discussions during each lecture, as
well as to set atheme throughout the lectures and present it as afinal presentation.
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1) Understand current situation/issues and future directions of international development policy from multiple
perspectives.

2) Be able to have your own thoughts and opinions on development.

3 Understand practices of international development
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Lectures are given on the following schedule. Each class will include group discussion, and its schedule will
be changed as appropriate depending on the progress of the lectures. Each student will compile one
presentation throughout the course and make afinal report.
