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When faced with someone living their life or doing something, to grasp “ how it is happening,” itiscrucia
tofocusonthe“ spatiality” of the place whereit is occurring. Film director Antonioni said, “ When you
enter a space, first immerse yourself in it for ten minutes, listening intently to what the space istelling you.”
Indeed, it isonly by perceiving theworld as“ space” that we can grasp what is happening there and how it
is happening. In thislecture, we will explore what it means to perceive things from a spatial perspective and
what insights this approach yields, referencing literature on the relationship between human life and space
(from philosophy, architecture, photography theory, urban studies, etc.). We will also consider this not only
through texts but also by examining videos, photographs, and other materials.
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To learn about various studies and practices concerning the spatiality of human existence and the conditions
for its establishment, understand their contemporary significance, and connect this knowledge to the
development of one's own research in relation to one's specialized field and research topics.
