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The 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development, adopted by all United Nations Member Statesin 2015,
provides a shared blueprint for peace and prosperity for people and the planet, now and into the future. At its
heart are the 17 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), which are an urgent call for action by all countries -
developed and developing - in aglobal partnership. They recognize that ending poverty and other
deprivations must go hand-in-hand with strategies that improve health and education, reduce inequality, and
spur economic growth; all while tackling climate change and working to preserve our oceans and forests.
The SDGs can be divided into Environmental, Social and Governance (ESG) values to measure the impact of
actions by corporate entities; as corporations are working with governments to tackle these global challenges.
But the question is how corporations manage and control social and environmental issues along business
opportunities.

This course aims to build understanding of important business themes under the SDGs (such as business
models, innovation, risk management, governance, marketing in emerging countries, and human resource
management) by using basic analysis frameworks and case studies. (e.g. HBS: Harvard Business School, Ivey
Business school etc.)

The course consists of lecture-based instruction followed by small group discussion, class discussion, and
student presentations.
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By the end of course, students should be expected to learn the following:

(2)Understand how to incorporate organizational values and socially responsible practices into sustainable
operations.
